St. David’s School of Nursing at Texas State University 
 

 

Nov. 9, 2006 – Texas State University-San Marcos and St. David’s Community 

Health Foundation announce a $6 million gift from the Foundation to Texas State for 

start-up operating costs to establish the St. David’s School of Nursing at Texas State 

University to be located at the Round Rock Higher Education Center. 

 

Fall 2007 – Program director recruited and faculty recruitment begins. Preliminary 

planning for second building at the Round Rock campus begins. 
 

Spring 2008 – Construction begins on second building at the Round Rock campus. 

Curriculum development begins by program director, consultants and initial faculty. 
 

2008-09 – Approval for the School of Nursing and the Bachelor of Science in 

Nursing program is secured from the Texas State University System Board of 
Regents and the Texas Higher Education Coordinating Board. A request for a School 

of Nursing and a Bachelor of Science in Nursing program is submitted to the Board of 
Nurse Examiners for the State of Texas. 

 

2009-10 – Approval of the School of Nursing and the Bachelor of Science in Nursing 

program is secured from the Board of Nurse Examiners for the State of Texas and 

the Commission on Colleges of the Southern Association of Colleges and Schools. 

Curriculum planning completed. First class of 100 junior-level nursing students 

admitted to Texas State. 

 

August 2010 – The Texas State University System Board of Regents officially 

names the nursing program the St. David’s School of Nursing at Texas State 
University-San Marcos.  

 

Fall 2010 – Second building on Round Rock campus opens for nursing classes. 
 

May 2012 – First nursing graduates of the St. David’s School of Nursing at Texas 

State University-San Marcos receive complete their bachelor’s degree program.
